WHEREAS, one hundred and seventy-two years ago in 1848, the first Women's Rights
Convention was held in Seneca Falls. New York, marking the beginning of the bold and couragzous
Women's Rights Movement te gain women the vote; and

WHEREAS, on June 4, 1319. the United States Congress passed the 19th Amendment to
the United States Constitution providing the vote for women and sending il to the states for
ratification; and

WHEREAS, on July 3, 1919, Govemor Fradarick Gardner signed the bill lhat made Missouri
the alevanin slate ta ralify the 19th Amendment; and

WHEREAS, 100 years ago, on August 25, 1920, the 19th Amendment was certifiec by U.S
Secretary of State Bainoridge Colby and became federal law; and

WHEREAS, the anriversary of thie milestone is an appropriate time to refleci on the
remarkable aceomplishments of women in every facet of American life and an oppanunity to hener
women for their leadership in sarvics to their families, their communities, and the nation; and

WHEREAS, the Women's Rights Movement, as wall as every other progressiva social
change movement, was made stronger by the women of Missouri from every race, ¢iass, end ethnic
backgreund wha served on the front line and ultimately played a unigue and caitical role in Missouri
history; and

WHEREAS, on Vomen's Equality Day, we commemoarate the ratification of the 18th
Amendment to the Constilution, which secured for wamen the fight to vote; and

WHEREAS, as we celebrate the passion and unwavering dedication of the women who
struggled and parsavered in the fight for suffrage, we should alsa recagnize ths countless ways that
women strengthen the fabnic of tha nation by acknowledging that we all benafit from the teadership
and ingenuity of women in educalion, medicine, government, law, business, military servica, and
every othar fisld contributing to the greatness of natian;

Resolution passed by the Kansas
City Council, August 20, 2020




RESOLUTION NO. 200684

Recognizing the Woman's Suffrage Movement, the 180th anniversary of the passage of the 19th Amendment, and
supporting numerous organizations’ goals to eliminate existing gender biases and sex discrimination.

WHEREAS, women have made significant strides towards equity and equality that need to be recognized, and have
fought and made sacrifices for these advances, yet have not attained true gender equality across the board; and

WHEREAS, one in seven women in Missouri have been sexually assaulted, domestic violence shelters have long
waiting hists, and accessible safe and secure bousing is one of the keys to solving the escalating problem that makes women
less safe than men in our City; and

WHEREAS, voting rights, although achieved through law, did not fully embrace all women, particularly minority
women. Inequalities between genders also exist in equitable pay, employment opportusity advancement, and family friendly
practices/policies; and

WHEREAS, in Missouri, the gender pay gap is still unjust for women working full time, with the same education,
experience, and skills the cents-on-the-dollar hourly wage still document a large wage differential; and

WHEREAS, the arganizations that have continued this fight include the American Association of University Women,
Greater KC Women's Political Caucus, Greater Kansas City League of Women Voters, Loretto, National Association of
Colored People-WIN, KC, Project 28, MainStream, United Nations Association-Women's Committee, Metropolitan
Organization to Counter Sexual Assault, Women's Foundstion, Zoata Club II, and the Women's Equality Coalition: NOW,
THEREFORE,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF KANSAS CITY:

That the Mayor and Council hereby recognize the 100th anniversary of the passage of the 19th amendment and
acknowledge the importance of invalving women in policy planning, decision making and implementation of practices to
climinate discriminstion within the City, especially pertaining to the pay gap between genders, and ensuring that cveryone’s
tight to vote is protected regardiess of race, gender, ethnicity, sexuality or religion; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this Resolution be spread upon the Minutes of the Council in testimony thereof
ond that a copy hereof be presented to the American Association of University Women and members of the Women’s Equality
Coalition with the appreciation of Mayor and Council.
